Information Sheet: a guide to planning and packing
NatMeet 2010 is fast approaching, so here’s some information about what to bring and what to do on arrival in McLaren Vale.

The attached Individual Championship Point Score sheet lists items which earn you NatMeet points. Put these at the top of your list to pack!
Things to bring:
· an item of MX-5 Club memorabilia for ‘show & tell’ at the Welcome bbq dinner

· ‘Sea & Vines’ fancy dress costume to wear at Saturday night’s dinner dance

· Suitable attire for the ‘Glitz & Glamour’ Presentation Dinner
· Your own Mazda/MX-5 Club t-shirt/polo top, jacket & cap 
(not included in Welcome packs this year – we have a surprise something to wear to the Presentation/MX-5 Club 20th anniversary celebratory Dinner instead)
· Additional neat casual clothes and swimming costume

· 2-way UHF radio (fixed in car or hand-held. If it’s the latter, check batteries are fully charged)

· Thermos for BYO tea/coffee when not otherwise supplied
· Discretionary spending money/cheque book + a generous heart when it comes to Sunday night’s auction

How and when to get to McLaren Vale:

For directions, go to NatMeet 2010 web site, click link on Program page: Find McLaren Vale, then “How to get here” and “Download a map”.
Interstaters approaching from the east via Kangarilla Road will see McLarens on the Lake on the left, just before entering the township. Turn right at junction (Give Way sign) onto Main Road and drive to far end. Visitor Information Centre is on the right; McLaren Vale Motel & Apartments on the left (cnr. of Caffrey St.)

On arrival:
Please proceed to the Visitor Centre for NatMeet registration before checking in at your accommodation venue.

Fuel (92-98 octane) is available (all hours) at Coles Express (Shell), Main Road, McLaren Vale. Also at the Mobil service station, 267 Commercial Road, Seaford – around the corner from Seaford 24-Hour Carwash at 22 The Parade.
NB. Please fill up with petrol each evening (as necessary), so as not to hold up your convoy group in the morning or during runs.
Facilities for cleaning your car in preparation for Concours judging are available at each accommodation venue. SA Club members will be on hand to help affix your NatMeet windscreen banner if required.
